SAN MARCOS (June 27, 2007) – Clad in tuxedos and formal evening gowns, a group of Palomar College Radio/TV (RTV) and Cinema students shined alongside the stars of show business at the 33rd Annual Pacific Southwest Emmy Awards, held June 16 at the La Costa Resort and Spa in Carlsbad.

Palomar students won Emmy Awards in the categories of Outstanding Achievement-News and Outstanding Achievement-Program for work produced as part of the college’s RTV and Cinema programs.

In the Outstanding Student Achievement-News category, Robert Winsmann won the Emmy for Medieval Knights. 

For Outstanding Achievement-Program, Emmys were awarded for Commander Cosmos created by Victoria Grimsley, Justin Thatcher and Eric McGill, and for The Neighbor by Brandon Gibbs. 
Also honored at the Emmy Awards event was Palomar College RTV student Iris Caffin, who received the Emmy Academy’s largest scholarship in the amount of $3,000. Caffin will use the award to further her education this fall at San Diego State University, where she was one of only 25 incoming students accepted in SDSU’s Television, Film and New Media Department. Caffin’s goal is to become a film producer and editor.

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Pat Hahn, associate professor of RTV said, “All of these Palomar students, nominees and winners alike, were chosen for their outstanding work in the field of TV news and cinema. They were judged by professionals to become tomorrow’s leaders and as they enjoyed the Emmy Awards along with more than 400 others, they knew they had achieved a milestone in their lives,” Hahn said. “It was a night they will always remember.” 

  The purpose of the Emmy Awards is to recognize outstanding achievements in television by conferring annual awards of merit in the Pacific Southwest region. The Pacific Southwest region includes San Diego, Bakersfield, Palm Springs, San Luis Obispo, Santa Barbara and Santa Maria, Calif., and Las Vegas, Nev.

The annual presentation of these awards is intended to be an incentive for the continued pursuit of excellence for those working in television and to focus public attention on outstanding cultural, educational, technological, entertainment, news and informational achievements in television.
Hahn said that Palomar College students have now received 26 Emmy awards for outstanding achievement. “Palomar is ranked as one of the best in the country -- preparing students in the fields of TV news journalism, TV production, cinema and digital media,” he said.
